The first analytic patient dubbed her therapy “the talking cure.”  The name has stuck – analytic therapy cures problems through speech.  The question is, how?  What is it about problems we have no control over that they can be treated and sometimes completely resolved simply by talking about whatever comes to mind to another person?  Jacques Lacan spent a long career working on just that question.  In the course of his work, he developed (and revised) theories of how the unconscious is structured, why speech has curative power and why, sometimes, it doesn’t.  Learn more about this fascinating and eminently useful clinical theory.  Students are encouraged to read Leader & Groves’ Introducing Lacan (1996, Totem Books) in comic book format before beginning the class.  No readings by Lacan himself will be required.
The overall objective of this course is to provide a basic introduction to Lacan’s approach to clinical thinking.
Objectives:  
Explore how (and why) Lacanian theory is used in diagnosis, and how diagnosis is used to guide treatment decisions.
Investigate the distinction between desire and enjoyment in Lacanian theory and their respective roles in psychopathology.
