2010-2011 Analytic Theory Course Descriptions

Core Classes:

Introduction to Parent-Infant Observation (1st, 2nd & 3rd trimester) 

Dates: 9/10/2010-5/27/2011* Fridays 9:00-10:20 a.m., Institute Classroom A

Fee:  $560 per trimester/$1680 for the year

Students enrolled in this class will find a mother and infant to observe, hopefully during pregnancy through birth and infancy.  During class the students will take turns presenting what observations they made and the class will discuss what developmental steps are seen during these observations.

Developmental Viewpoint I, II, & III (1st, 2nd & 3rd trimester)

Fee:  $560 per trimester/$1680 for the year

The Developmental Viewpoint series is currently being reconstructed. The intent of the course will be to offer a three semester study of psychosexual development beginning in infancy and ending in adolescence. The writings of Freud, Klein, Winnicott, Stern, and others will be presented. The hope is to supplement the St. Louis Faculty with psychoanalysts from around the country who have made significant contributions to the field. They will be brought to us via SKYPE.

Basic Theory I & II, Intro to Methodology & Dreams (1st, 2nd & 3rd trimester)

"Basic theory" is the first year course in psychoanalytic theory.  It is followed in the second year by the Freud course and in the third year by "Models of the Mind".  Students taking this course are expected to have a basic understanding of psychoanalytic concepts.  In the course, students will learn in some detail the theoretical constructs – such as fantasy, narcissism, transference, and the nature of the unconscious – that inform the practice of psychoanalysis.  These concepts will be elaborated in each of the subsequent theory courses.

Advanced Class:

Models of the Mind (1st, 2nd & 3rd trimester) *this course will be limited in size*

In "Models of the Mind", the third year theory course, students will learn how analytic thinkers after Freud developed the theoretical constructs first introduced in the course on basic theory.  How concepts such as drive, narcissism, fantasy and others were elaborated by post-Freudian authors, like Kohut, Winnicott and Loewald will be the focus of this course.  Students taking this course will be expected to have taken the Freud course and to have some background in analytic theory.
